
The Rawnsley Graduate Studentship is currently open for applications. The

scholarship is awarded by St Hugh’s College to a graduate student accepted

by the University of Oxford to read for a DPhil from October 2025.

The studentship covers the course fees (at the Home/EU rate)and a stipend of

£19,000 per year, for up to three years.

The award is allocated on the basis of academic merit, and may not be

held in conjunction with any other funding award.

Candidates must have received an offer of a DPhil at Oxford from

October 2025.

Be of Czech, Slovak or Polish nationality, working in the fields

of Cech, Slovak, Polish, or English Language or Literature.

Or-

Be of any nationality and studying Czech, Slovak, or Polish

Languages or Literature.
